Job Description: BSA – Barnham Support Assistant

Salary: 	Grade 3 (WS Additional Needs Assistant 1b/SCHG30b)

PURPOSE 

To work with teachers as part of a professional team to support teaching and learning for all pupils.  

To provide learning support to pupils who need particular help to overcome barriers to learning, such as those with moderate, severe, profound and multiple learning difficulties. 

This role will include undertaking practical support for pupils with a wide range of needs including medical needs, moving and handling, intimate care, speech and language, ASC, ADHD, physical disability and challenging behaviour. Appropriate training will be provided to support required medical procedures and the use of special equipment.

RESPONSIBILITIES
Key Duties

1. To safeguard and promote the welfare of all children in line with the school’s safeguarding policies and procedures
2. Implement planned learning activities/ teaching programmes as agreed with the teacher, adjusting activities according to pupils’ responses as appropriate
3. Participate in planning and evaluation of learning activities with the teacher, providing feedback to the teacher on pupil progress and behaviour
4. Support the teacher in monitoring, assessing and recording pupil progress/ activities
5. Provide feedback to pupils in relation to attainment and progress under the guidance of the teacher
6. Support learning by arranging/ providing resources for lessons/ activities under the direction of the teacher
7. Support pupils in social and emotional well-being, reporting problems to the teacher as appropriate
8. Share information professionally about pupils with other staff, parents/ carers, internal and external agencies, as appropriate
9. Understand and support independent learning and inclusion of all pupils as required
10. Work with pupils on therapy or care programmes, designed and supervised by a therapist/ care
11. Attend to pupils’ personal needs including toileting, hygiene, dressing and eating, as well as help with social, welfare and health matters, reporting problems to the teacher as appropriate.  Physically assist pupils in activities (may include lifting, where mobility is an issue)
12. Administer medication in accordance with an agreed plan under direction of healthcare practitioner and following appropriate training
13. Undertake moving and handling activities as required
14. Update pupil records as required
15. Assist with break-time supervision including facilitating games and activities
16. Assist with escorting pupils on educational visits
17. Support pupils in using ICT
18. To take part in regular performance management through the School’s Personal and Professional Journey structure.
19. Meet the expectations set out in the Barnham Primary School – Barnham Support Assistant Professional Standards
20. This list of duties should not be regarded as exclusive or exhaustive.  You may be required to undertake various other duties as may be reasonably required.  You will be consulted about any proposed changes.
21. Barnham Primary School is a member of The Oak Academy Trust and therefore the post holder may, in the future, have the opportunity, to work in any other school within the trust.
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
